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VOLUNTEERING AT A.E. CROSS

Once volunteers have created an account they can request and receive their volunteer letter 
required to obtain their police security clearance. Schools will continue to follow the process 
for generating letters.  

There are no changes, at this time, to the ePIC application and payment process, currently 
outlined on the CBE Volunteer InSite page and managed by Calgary Police Service.  

Once volunteers have their police information check and vulnerable sector clearance 
document (PIC VS), it can be uploaded and shared directly with the school through the 
SchoolEngage account.
