Lunchtime at A.E. Cross School runs from 12:07 PM to 12:48 PM each Monday to
Thursday. The structure of the lunch hour works as follows:

12:07 PM - 12:25 PM - Students are welcome to eat lunch within the school on the main
floor. The hallways, cafeteria and courtyard are available for student use during this time.

VOLUNTEERING AT A.E. CROSS

There will be activities done at A.E. Cross that require parent volunteers.
